“This book is my way of sharing the beauty and calm that exists right here in New 
Jersey, especially during moments when we’re ready to slow down, reset, and notice what’s 
blooming again.” 

In addition to photography, the book includes a short reflective essay on mindfulness, 
presence, and creative inspiration, drawn from Dyer’s experiences exploring local parks 
including Nomahegan Park, Lenape Park, Echo Lake Park, and Mohawk Park. 

Additionally, 10% of each online book sale supports Cranford Family Care, helping feed 
families within the local community. “I truly believe art should give back to the place that 
inspires it,” says Dyer.
